ElIm Class

We started the Spring Term in the depths of winter. The snow was falling and covering the school grounds
and settling in the trees. The children learnt all about winter. They discussed the changes that had
occurred from Autumn, like the darker and colder days, the clothing they have to wear to keep warm,
the activities they can do like sledging, building snowmen and having snowball fights as well as what
happens to the animals and how some hibernate untfil the spring.

Through the stories ‘Poles apart’ and ‘Emperors egg’ the children Ieorn’r all about penguins. They learnt

that Emperor penguins are the largest penguin with the male of the species potentially growing 4ft tall —

taller than all the children in EIm Class. They learnt to walk like a penguin (because penguins never fall

over even ’rhough An’rorchco is covered inice) and the Ilfe cycle of a pengum
: C SRR

Next the chlldren headed towards Australia like the explorer Ccp’rom Cook and met Kevm the koala and
the ofther animals that live in Australia like kangaroos. They learnt all about the indigenous people who
live there and learnt obou’r some of ’rhelr or’refoc’rs (dldgerldoos rainmakers and boomerongs) and art.

After that the children headed off to the rainforests of Brazil. They headed off with their binoculars to see
what they could discover and they met a sloth. The children discovered that sloths spend most of their
time clinging to a tree and only come down to the ground once a week to go to the toilet and that they
can swim faster than they can walk! They also found some toucans whose colourful bills are all different
and unique.

Then the children headed off to discover and explore North America like Christopher Columbus. They
flew the American flag and created their own burgers (exploring is hungry work!) and visited Mexico
where they saw cacti, wore sombreros and made their own maracas.




Next it was Africa. The children made their own African necklaces and went on an African safari. They
discovered many animals including the chameleon who liked to change his colour to match his
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The Year 1's, as well as exploring the different countries and continents of the world, were also exploring
colour and shape through the artwork of Kandinsky, Herbin and Mondrian. They learnt about the 3
primary colours of red, yellow and blue and how these could be mixed to create the secondary colours
of green, orange and purple. They learnt how to hold a paintbrush and to use just the tip or flat edge to
create controlled brushstrokes that were thin and thick. They then used and applied their new skills and
knowledge to create their own geometric artwork.

Then we headed off to China, just in time to celebrate the Chinese New Year, the year of the ‘horse’. The
children learnt all about the great race the emperor used to organise the 12 animals of the zodiac and
created races of their own. They wrote wishes and placed them on the wishing tree, made moving
dragons, created their own lucky red envelopes, as well as, taking part in their own dragon dance. The
year 1's explored the human and physical features of China and loved learning about the ‘Great wall of
China’ and how it can be seen all the way from Space.
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After China we headed into the jungle (or ro’rhr crawled into the jungle) in India. Here we met an
Indian elephant called Elmer who taught us it was good to be different and unique,

Science

Bourgeois, we looked at how they created large scale insects out of
ceramics, wood and clay. We then designed our own minibeasts, each
child showed fantastic skills in molding, sculpting and then adding texture
to their clay designs.

English
We started the term learning how to write Explanations — After having studied the

features of an explanation text, the children then got into groups to research a
particular question with a view to presenting their findings to the rest of the class.

For their Gold Writes the children did
some excellent work about their chosen Explorer with biographies ranging from Mae
Jemison and Neil Armstrong to Sylvia Earle and Bear Grylls.

In Spring B we looked at Mystery Narratives and our first lesson involved becoming
detectives ourselves. A series of boxes filled with personal items were laid out and

- 8 : . each group needed to work out what kind of
person owned the box. Then in groups they
created and performed their own mystery
stories. Next it was poetry and World Book Day.
Our colour was Yellow and we worked on
Kennings, Acrostic and senses poems,
producing a wonderful show and work for our
display board.




Cedar Class:

Maths

The class have been marvellous mathematics this term. The children started the term by
looking at money, making amounts, add money together and finding change. They
used practical equipment using the coins to help them. Our next unit was shapes
where the children could recognised, name and describe 2D and 3D shapes using
mathematical language and sort them into groups. They used rulers to draw them and
made them on geoboards. They also used sticks to build the 3D shapes. The year 3s
learnt about perimeter and the year 2s symmetry.

In our fractions unit the children learnt to find, recognise and write fractions for unit and
non unit fractions. They could find these in shapes, objects and amounts. They worked
through using practical activities to see the groups of fractions. In the last few weeks of
term the children have learnt adding ond sub’rrac’nng using the base 10 and the s’ror’r of
formol written me’rhods . =

In Computing, the children have really developed their skills and are able to log in
quickly onto the laptops. They have used J2Data to create pictograms using data they
have gathered. Then this half term they have been using scratch to create code to
make a musical instrument. | have been very impressed with Thelr codmg skills to
program their spirit, change backgrounds and add sound. = :

Rowan Class:

In RE the children have explored the question ‘What is it like to be a Hindu?'. They
found out about their beliefs of life and reincarnation and also how they can
worship at home or in the Mandir with a shrine. They learnt about Hindu family
events such a wedding and also the Raksha Bandhan festival. The children
thought about people who were special fo them and made a rakhi bracelet to
give them.

In the second half of the term, the children have looked at the question ‘Why do
Christians call the day Jesus died Good Friday?'. The children found out about
the ‘big’ story of the Bible from creation, the fall, to the birth of Jesus to
understand why Christians believe he was sent as the saviour. They listened to
stories from the Bible telling the events of Holy week and wrote a diary from Mary
Magdalene point of view. The class were lucky to have a visit from Mrs Douglas
to tell them what Christians do today to celebrate and remember Jesus during
Holly Week in the church and community. They enjoyed looking at her photos
and asked really interesting thoughtful questions.

In Music, the children have explored ‘How music is written down?2’ They have
learnt simple musical notation using note values to read and clap rhythms and
then wrote their own. They have continued to develop their singing voices and
develop their recorder skills.



Cedar Class:

Excellent English
In our English lessons, we have spent time focusing on writing for a
range of purposes and different text types. We started the term
by writing non-chronological reports about mountains of the
world or of the UK. These were written with the purpose of
informing the reader about the positives and negatives of
climbing different mountains. We then moved on to writing
different types of poems including haikus, tankas and limericks.
We thought carefully about our performance of these poetries
too. Finally this term, we wrote character descriptions about a
character from our class reader, Crater Lake (Jennifer Killick). It is
a horror story so we did a lot of work on vocabulary, sentence
structure and the impact it has on the reader. Essentially the
children realised they had to try and scare each other and this
led to some excellent pieces of writing!

JINNIFER-KILLICK

In our mo’rhs Iessons we have learnt about ‘rhe proper’rles O
shapes, including the different types of triangles, angles and
different ways of classifying shapes. We then progressed to
learning about different strategies of multiplication and division,
calculating the perimeter of shapes and then a large block of
work on fractions. Fractions are often seen as a tricky area of
mathematics but the children have smashed itl They've
practiced converting mixed numbers to improper fractions and
vice versa and adding, subtracting and multiplying fractions.




Cedar Class:

Tremendous Topic
In Whole Class Guided Reading, we read about the many unsuccessful
aftempts to ascend Everest before the final successful one by Edmund
Hillary and Tenzing Norgay. We found out that their success ascent
coincided with Queen Elizabeth II's coronation so it was very poorly
reported by the British Press!
After the half term, our focus switched to rivers, their course, features and
locations around the world. We produced information posters about 10 of
the most famous rivers around the world. The children produced maps
which tracked the path of the river from the source to the mouth, found
ou’r obou’r the coun’rrles it flows through and what it is used for

This term has been a reading fest! We have done so much reading:
practicing the skills of reading, answering challenging questions and
working hard to improve our fluency.

Our reading fluency lessons have been focused on a book called, When
the Mountains Roared by Jess Butterworth. We have thought about when
to change the tempo, the pitch and when to pause to allow the reader to
imagine what is happening.

On World Book Day, we focused on the colour green! We wrote poems,
performed poems and then produced a performance to the rest of the
school.

Cedar Class:

School Trip
In the final week of term, we went on our class trip to
Cambridge University. We were taking part in a series of
workshops focusing on different areas of the school
curriculum. These were PSHE, Creative Writing and The

Human Body.
In our first workshop, we learnt all about how to disagree well, which taught
the children the importance of entering disagreements with an open mind
and a willingness to learn from the other person. We then moved onto a
creative writing workshop focused on poetry —led by a children’s author.
This was fantastic and each child left having written two poems. Finally, we
did a workshop which took us on a whistle stop tour of the human body
followed by some hands on practical activities with various pieces of
scientific equipment.

Cedar Class:

Computing
In our computing lessons, we began the term by
learning how to use LOGO to code patterns using
shapes. This culminated with the children using the
technology to design a wrapping paper.

We then moved on to photo editing, which is great fun.
One of the activities we had to do was editing a photo
of ourselves and our partner and try to make it look as if
we were a cartoon.

We are going to continue with this after the Easter
holidays.




English

This term, Oak Class focused on two exciting areas: crafting suspense and tension
stories and writing an argument and debate piece about whether wolves are depicted
unfairly in fairy tales.

Creating Suspense and Tension

They learned how to write stories that keep the reader on the edge of their seats. They
thought carefully about the purpose of their writing and what they wanted their
readers to feel. To make their stories gripping, they used rich vocabulary to build

atmosphere and used techniques like cliffhangers, descriptive language and pacing.

The goal was to make the reader nervous and eager to find out what happens next.

The children experimented with sentence structures and word choices that heightened

suspense, showing their understanding of how to engage their audience.

Debate on the Portrayal of Wolves

They looked at how wolves are often depicted unfairly in fairy tales - portrayed as
villains and threats. They researched real facts about wolves, discovering that they are
often misunderstood and play a vital role in ecosystems. The children considered the
counter-arguments, examining why stories might have portrayed wolves negatively
and whether this portrayal is justified. Their challenge was to write persuasively to
change the reader’s opinion, presenting facts and balanced arguments. Through this
exercise, they learned how to write with purpose, using evidence to support their points
and persuade others.
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Topic

This term, Oak class has been exploring the topic of Trade and Economic Activity in the
UK. We looked at the main sectors that make up the UK economy, including
manufacturing, services and agriculture, understanding how each contributes to the
country's wealth and employment. We also examined how the UK engages in global
trade, particularly focusing on the clothing industry and how products are imported
and exported around the world.

Additionally, we discussed the importance of sustainability and how the UK is working to
make frade and business more environmentally friendly. This unit has helped us
understand how different parts of the economy work together and how the news and
current affairs can impact trade.




Year 6 Science

Science Unit: Animals Including Humans
This term, our focus has been on understanding the human body, particularly the
circulatory system. We learned about the main parts of the heart, including the
chambers and valves and how the heart works as a pump to keep blood moving
around the body. We explored how blood carries important substances like oxygen
and nutrients to different parts of our body and how it helps remove waste products.

The children also discovered how to keep their hearts healthy by eating well, exercising
regularly and avoiding habits like smoking. Through experiments and diagrams, they
gained a better understanding of how the blood circulates and why a healthy heart is

vital for overall wellbeing.
